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Headlands School 
PSE Policy
Vision statement:
For all pupils to develop an understanding of the ever-changing world in which we live; develop the skills necessary to take responsibility for their future life choices and to enable them to live safe and happy lives.
This local policy conforms to the Independent School Standards Wales Regulations 2003: Section – 1(2)(e)
Introduction
PSE, health and wellbeing are embedded in the ethos and culture of Headlands School. It plays a fundamental part of school life and is at the heart of the curriculum. PSE at the school enables children and young people to develop a sense of self-worth and teaches them how to interact appropriately with others and establishes opportunities for increased pupil involvement in school life.  
Our philosophy at Headlands School
At Headlands we believe that every child can be understood in the context of their life experiences. We are mindful of the disruption, trauma and adversity many of our young people have experienced prior to their arrival here. Consequently, we aim to create safety and security for each child as a primary goal.  
We have made a conscious choice to hold a position of acceptance of where the child is at the point they come to Headlands, and a belief that all behaviour makes sense in the context of their experience AND to support them to develop healthy behaviours and relationships during their time at Headlands.
Relationships are at the heart of everything we do, both for staff, children and young people, and the other professionals we engage with in our work for young people. We believe in relationships as the most powerful agent of change and the value we place on genuine connected relationships can be seen at every level, from day to day interactions in the home and classroom, to our policy documents and formal review processes. 
Aims
At Headlands School we aim to promote the personal and social development of our pupils by delivering a curriculum that:
· Develops learners’ self-esteem and a sense of personal responsibility,
· Promotes self-respect, respect for others and celebrates diversity,
· Equips learners to live safe, healthy lives,
· Help our pupils understand and manage their feelings,
· Prepares learners for the choices and opportunities of lifelong learning,
· Help pupils identify ways of responding to peer pressure,
· Empowers learners to participate in their schools and communities as active responsible citizens locally, nationally and globally,
· Fosters positive attitudes and behaviour towards the principles of sustainable development and global citizenship,
· Prepares learners for the challenges, choices and responsibilities of work and adult life,
· Acknowledges that our pupil population are vulnerable young people that require additional support in making good decisions due to the difficult situations they often find themselves in.
The PSE team supports whole school approaches through:
· Discrete timetabled curriculum time, 
· Teaching PSE through other curriculum areas,
· PSE activities and other school events e.g. national initiatives such as Safer Internet Day, Alcohol awareness week and Anti-bullying week.
· When identified, specific sessions following feedback from the PST (pupil support team) identifying trends in difficult/inappropriate behaviours (e.g. bullying, name-calling, racism, personal space issues, homophobia etc.). The PSE team consequently plan specific actions to deal with this behaviour in a proactive way through interventions such as circle time, 1:1, group or whole group sessions.
· Drama sessions incorporate the termly PSE themes which offers a thematic approach to learning and reinforces key learning points,
· Successful working partnerships with outside agencies including South Wales Police, Switched On, NHS Vale Health Service, Llamau, Fflag, Fearless
· Using DDP principles in order for all pupils to develop a positive sense of self and build trusting relationships with both staff and peers. 
Due to the diverse nature of PSE this policy should be read in conjunction with the schools’ policies on inappropriate use of drugs and alcohol policy, Relationship & Sexuality Education policy, safeguarding policy, and the bullying policy, all of which are in the PSE curriculum folder.  
The PSE policy should also be read in conjunction with the Headlands School ‘Wellbeing Curriculum’ (Please see PSE curriculum folder). 
Planning
At Headlands School a PSE Scheme of Work has been designed especially for the needs of the young people. The Scheme of Work includes yearly planners and a Curriculum Map showing topics and learning objectives. 
Half-termly planning and lesson plans give details of learning outcomes, appropriate activities and shows skills developed. Links to the other Areas of Learning that are to be developed are shown on the half-termly planning and are utilised when it is the most efficient and effective way of meeting the lesson objectives.
Teaching
At Headlands School PSE uses a holistic approach to embed PSE in all areas of the young person’s education and a variety of teaching approaches are used (see Appendix 1). PSE is delivered through 2 timetabled lessons per week, tutorial sessions, circle time and 1:1 sessions. Pupils’ social and emotional wellbeing is continually developed through staff use of DDP and TCI. 
Pupils in key stage 3 begin their BTEC qualifications, pupils in key stage 4 and Post 16 gain qualifications in PSE through SWEET BTEC level 1 & 2 which has 8 topic areas – Improving Physical Health and Wellbeing; Understanding Emotional Wellbeing; Understanding the Role of Relationships in Social Health and Wellbeing; Understanding Sexual Health and Wellbeing; Developing Personal Identity; Improving Personal Impact on the Environment; Financial Commitments; Producing a Personal Progression Plan. 
A new curriculum in Wales
The Health and Well-being Area of Learning and Experience provides a holistic structure for understanding health and well-being. It is concerned with developing the capacity of learners to navigate life's opportunities and challenges. The fundamental components of this Area are physical health and development, mental health, and emotional and social well-being. It will support learners to understand and appreciate how the different components of health and well-being are interconnected, and it recognises that good health and well-being are important to enable successful learning.

Engagement with this Area will help to foster a whole-school approach that enables health and well-being to permeate all aspects of school life.
What matters in this Area has been expressed in five statements which support and complement one another and should not be viewed in isolation. In order to achieve this holistic approach, teachers should seek to draw across all five statements when planning activities.

What matters in Health & Wellbeing has been expressed in five statements:
· Developing physical health and well-being has lifelong benefits. 
· How we process and respond to our experiences affects our mental health and emotional well-being.
· Our decision-making impacts on the quality of our lives and the lives of others.
· How we engage with social influences shapes who we are and affects our health and well-being. 
· Healthy relationships are fundamental to our well-being.  
The Health & Wellbeing Area of Learning and Experience draws on subjects and themes from PE, mental, physical and emotional well-being, Relationship & Sexuality Education, parenting, healthy eating and cooking, substance misuse, work-related learning and experience, and learning for life. It is also concerned with how the school environment supports children and young people’s social, emotional, spiritual and physical health and well-being through, for example, its climate and relationships, the food it provides, its joint working with other relevant services such as health and social work, and the access it provides to physical activity. 
Given that our pupil population are vulnerable young people, that require additional support in making good decisions, we use Relationship and Sexuality Education, internet safety lessons and radicalisation lessons to teach our young people how to keep themselves safe, and who to tell when they find themselves in difficult situations.
RSE
RSE is a positive and protective part of the Curriculum for Wales and Headlands School. It plays a central role in supporting learners’ rights to enjoy fulfilling, healthy and safe relationships throughout their lives.
RSE should support learners to develop the knowledge, skills and values to understand how relationships and sexuality shape their own lives and the lives of others. Learners should be equipped and empowered to seek support on issues relating to RSE and to advocate for self and others
The RSE we provide at Headlands school is always developmentally appropriate for our learners. We take account of a range of factors such as the leaner’s age, knowledge and maturity and any additional learning needs when planning RSE to ensure that the RSE we deliver is developmentally appropriate for each learner.
Assessment & Principles of Progression & Descriptions of learning
We currently use ‘Connecting Steps’ to gain an understanding of YP’s NC levels and track progression. Written and verbal feedback helps children to recognise the progress they are making in developing skills and taking part, as well as in their knowledge and understanding. This assessment should not be judgemental and feedback given should be DDP congruent and suggests the way forward or a curious observation about work/answers given. 
Progression within the Health and Well-being Area must enable learners to revisit and deepen learning in concepts within the statements of what matters across a wide range of topics and aspects of health and well-being. Learners’ contexts, their personal concerns, interests and circumstances will all have an impact on what enables them to progress and the pace at which they progress. This is particularly relevant in the context of feelings and emotions.
Descriptions of learning provide guidance on how learners should progress within each statement of what matters as they journey through the continuum of learning. Descriptions of learning provide guidance on how learners should progress within each statement of what matters as they journey through the continuum of learning. These are arranged in five progression steps which provide reference points for the pace of that progression as listed above in a new curriculum in Wales.  

Drama and PSE
Drama and PSE at Headlands School are inextricably linked – themes are planned jointly, and drama allows pupils to explore and express an array of feelings and emotions, situations and roleplay activities to reinforce topics taught in PSE. A theatre in education group has formed to create productions based on important and relevant topics such as anti-bullying, LGBT, loneliness and are performed to pupils, staff, parents and visitors. 
Prevent – Radicalisation & Extremism
At Headlands School we aim to identify and protect children who may be vulnerable to radicalisation, whether these come from within their family or are the product of outside influences.
We build pupils’ resilience to radicalisation by debating controversial issues through providing a safe space in which children, young people and staff can understand the risks associated with terrorism. This also develops knowledge and skills to challenge extremist arguments. Headlands School provides a safe environment in which pupils can discuss issues such as extremism and terrorism in an age-appropriate and balanced way. Issues such as stereotyping, propaganda, online safety, and freedom of speech are all relevant to the debate, and for some age groups and areas topics such as terrorism, religious fundamentalism and global issues will also be appropriate. Understanding the perspectives of others and actively debating these issues plays an important role in building the resilience to radicalisation, whether inspired by far right, Islamist or any other extremist ideology.
If we are worried or concerned that a pupil might be at risk of radicalisation or that they are displaying extremist views, then we can discuss these concerns with Maxine Cahill our safeguarding officer or our school police liaison officer – PC Alex Reed who could then make a referral to PREVENT. Staff at Headlands receive training through our police liaison partnership on PREVENT and have received WRAP training. 
LGBTQ+  inclusive
Headlands School is a place where every person has the right to be themselves and to be included in a safe and happy environment. Everyone at our school is equal and should be treated with respect. Difference and diversity are celebrated across the school by supporting and accepting pupils’ choices in their sexual orientation and gender identity. Where pupils are questioning their sexuality or gender or are openly LGBTQ+ we aim to promote understanding and support the needs of pupils through specific lessons and one-to-one sessions. Pupil Support Team also regularly monitor homophobic, biphobic or transphobic language and bullying and PSE staff are proactive in their response in tackling such bullying during tutorial sessions, PSE lessons or drama sessions.   
Safe use of internet
Pupils at Headlands School sometimes have difficulties in using the internet safely (whether this is the use of social media, gaming platforms, or online messaging). Difficulties can arise following pupils having negative interactions and experiences online with each other or with members of the public. Due to the nature of our pupils they require specific sessions about what to do if they find themselves in a vulnerable situation online or a situation that makes them feel uncomfortable. PST monitor instances of unsafe use of internet and the PSE team educate pupils on appropriate safe use of the internet and who they can talk to if they are worried about anything. PC Alex Reed delivers regular sessions, teaching pupils the SMART rules when using the internet.
