All pupils at the school have access to a broad and balanced curriculum and are supported by a high ratio of adults to pupil. This is usually sufficient for the majority of the pupils to engage in the teaching and learning process. However, a small number of pupils find the group learning environment particularly challenging. For these pupils there is a need to provide additional resources, to support the development of their social and emotional skills using an individualised programme of learning experiences.

· Deliver the agreed intervention programme - (Clinical support and supervision provided for key staff)

· Review progress and reassess level of risk - (Measured by using data from Boxall profile,
Individual risk assessment, physical interventions etc.)
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
