Psychology provision support

The aim of our consultant psychology provision is to provide clinical oversight on our work with students with complex needs.  Their role has two goals; to provide direct consultation to the teams working with complex cases; and to support the continued development of DDP throughout our organisation.
Our consultant psychologists provide : 
· DDP informed refresher sessions and continued professional learning 
· Running Nurturing Attachments group with the residential staff teams
· Providing psychological consultation and formulation for specific students
· Setting up and supporting DDP informed Supervision and Skills groups 
· Supporting staff to develop their practice, including delivering circle of understanding meetings for all young people, delivering nurturing attachments groups for parents
· Providing DDP informed supervision to the Senior Leadership Team on a monthly basis 
· Developing DDP informed material and resources for staff and parents/ carers
· Providing clinical supervision for our psychology students
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
